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T his JavaScript will hide the back button on that page that it has been placed on. In the example
survey below the back button is hidden on the third page.

We do not have a built in feature for hiding the back button on certain pages. T his workaround
works for most of our customers in most cases but may require some tweaking to get it right. If
you have a solution that works better let us know!

Setup

On the page you'd like the back button to be hidden click Add New Action > JavaScript. Name your
action and click Save Action and Edit. Now paste the below code in your action. 

$(function(){
    $('.sg-back-button').hide();
})

Time to Test!

Now it's time to test your survey. Run through it in preview or on the live link to make sure your back
button is not appearing on the page you have placed the JavaScript.
