If so,
here's a quick piece of JavaScript you can use! Please note that respondents could stilluse keyboard
shortcuts or menu options, this will only disable the right-click option.

Click Add New Action > JavaScript. Paste the following code into the editor.

S (function () {
document .addEventlListener ("contextmenu", function (e) {
e.preventDefault () ;

}, false); 1})

Test it out on a live link and you won't be able to right-click!
